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I. INTRODUCTION

Authority and Purpose:  
The Law Enforcement Terrorism Prevention Program (LETPP) grant is funded by the U.S. Department of Homeland Security through the Virginia Department of Emergency Management and is available to assist state and local law enforcement agencies in preventing or responding to potential acts of terrorism. The Department of Criminal Justice Services (DCJS) is the administering agency for the LETPP grant program. 

Additional LETPP funds recently made available to DCJS have been approved to offer additional funding opportunities for Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) to local law enforcement agencies in Phase II of this program.   
Eligibility Requirements:  
Any Virginia City or County is eligible to apply for grant funds under this program. Localities awarded funds during the Phase I PPE announcement are eligible for consideration during Phase II. 

A county may submit an application(s) on behalf of any incorporated town(s) situated within its boundaries that has full time law enforcement and public works staff. Such applications must bear the signature of the county chief administrative officer as the Project Administrator and, if approved, the grant funds will be awarded to the designated county and must be provided only to the town named in the application for the purpose(s) specified and approved therein.
Grant Period:

Personal Protective Equipment grant funds will be awarded, beginning March 1, 2008 and ending May 31, 2008.  This is a one time grant, no extensions will be authorized.
Amount Available:  
The maximum Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) grant award is $5,000 dollars per locality. 
Matching Funds:  
No matching funds are required. 

II. Restrictions and Limitations:  
The LETPP Personal Protective Equipment grant is a competitive, reimbursement-based, one time award grant. No continuation funding will be available. Grant funds may not be used for personnel costs, construction, land acquisition, basic law enforcement training, standard-issue uniforms, weapons, ammunition, lobbying, and/or political contributions.  In addition, 

· only units of local government of cities and counties (the latter may apply on behalf of a qualified town as described in these guidelines) may apply; 
· only full-time law enforcement agencies are eligible to receive grant funds for PPE;
· only towns that have full-time law enforcement  and public works staff are eligible to receive grant funds ; 

· applications on behalf of towns must have authorization signature of the county chief administrative officer ;

· requests greater that $5,000 will not be considered;

· grant funds may not be used to supplant federal, state or local funds that otherwise would be available for the same purpose;

· no budget amendments will be permitted;

· no extensions to the grant period will be permitted; and,

· reimbursement will be based on actual expenditures verified by purchase orders and payment receipts. 

III. Authorized equipment allowance
Localities are eligible to apply ONLY for PPE (category item 01) listed on the Responder Knowledge Base, URL http://www.rkb.us.  In order to view eligible equipment listing authorized for LETPP funding, customize the Authorized Equipment Listing (AEL) restricting the search to the category of Law Enforcement Terrorism Prevention Program only. The PPE equipment authorized for procurement must be authorized under one of the categories listed below:

· Respiratory Protection Equipment

· CBRNE Terrorism Protection Equipment

· Protective Clothing

· Tactical Law Enforcement Protective Equipment

· Splash-Protective Ensemble Equipment
· CBRN Technical Rescue Protective ensemble

· Rescue and Recovery Technical Rescue Protective Ensemble
· Utility Technical Rescue Protective Ensemble
· Ensembles with Optional Flash Fire Protection

· Water Operations PPE

· PPE accessories

· Ancillary Equipment

The Initial Strategy Procurement Form (ISPF) will be utilized to list equipment you are requesting for authorization. Your grant monitor will provide authorization of the ISPF; once approval is received you will have to submit the Drawdown request form along with a copy of your Purchase Order or Payment Voucher in order to receive funds. This grant is a reimbursement and grant and can only be awarded once verification of obligation or actual expenditures has been received.

Page 2 of the ISPF is utilized to list each equipment item for procurement.
Grant Number: Leave Blank.

Legal Agency Name:  Provide the name of the city or county applying for the grant

Legal Jurisdiction Name:  List the agency name receiving the equipment/funding. (city, county or town name)

Program:  Program category is “PPE” list each line item sequentially. (Example PPE-1, PPE-2, PPE-3, etc.)

Item:  List the item to be purchased. Provide plain language description and AEL authorization number. AEL number found on the Responder Knowledge Base URL, http://www.rkb.us (sample: Respirator [01AR-04-APEC])
Description: Described the item, provide model and function of equipment requested.
Cost Per Unit:  Individual cost

Number of Units:  Quantity requested

Total Cost:  Provide complete cost of line item

Note:  The Drawdown Request form is the only means of requesting reimbursement. The Grants Management Information System (GMIS) will not be utilized as a means of requesting funds due the verification of payment requirement.
