Order

CAME THIS DAY the Attorney for the Commonwealth and the Defendant, in person and by counsel, on the Commonwealth’s motion, pursuant to Virginia Code Section 18.2-67.9, for use of  closed-circuit television.

And after the receipt of evidence and argument of Counsel, the Court makes the following findings:

1) That the victim of the offense was fourteen (14) years of age or less at the time of the offense and will be sixteen (16) years of age or less at the time of trial;

2) That one or more of the offenses for which the defendant is charged is a qualifying offense under Virginia Code Section 18.2-67.9;

3) That the victim is unavailable to testify in open court in the presence of the defendant, the jury, the judge, and the public; and

4) That the finding of unavailability is based on expert testimony that there is a  substantial likelihood that child will suffer severe emotional trauma from so testifying; or the child’s persistent refusal to testify despite judicial requests that she do so; or the child’s substantially inability to communicate about the offense.

NOW WHEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, it is hereby ORDERED that the testimony of the alleged victim be presented by way of closed-circuit television pursuant to, and in accordance with, the procedures set forth in Virginia Code Section 18.2-67.9.
