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Motion for Use of Closed-Circuit Television

COMES NOW the Attorney for the Commonwealth on his motion, pursuant to Virginia Code Section 18.2-67.9, for use of  closed-circuit television and in support thereof says the following:

1) That the defendant is charged with the crime of Indecent Liberties in violation of 18.2-370.1.

2) That the victim of the offense was fourteen (14) years of age or less at the time of the offense and will be sixteen (16) years of age or less at the time of trial.

3) That the victim is unavailable to testify in open court in the presence of the defendant because of the substantial likelihood, based on expert testimony, that child will suffer severe emotional trauma from so testifying; has persistently refused to testify; or the child is substantially unable to communicate about the offense.
WHEREFORE, the Attorney for the Commonwealth moves this court for an order, pursuant to Virginia Code Section 18.2-67.9, to permit the testimony of the victim to be presented by closed-circuit television.
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
