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These questions may help you identify a trafficking victim: 

> What type of work do you do? 
> Are you being paid?

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If you are not in a position to question a potential victim 
of human trafficking, look for the following clues: 

> Evidence of being controlled 
> Evidence of inability to move or leave job 
> Bruises or other signs of physical abuse
